Information about Project:

We are going to organise a training course for youngerster and youth leaders who will be youth exchange leaders for youth exchange projects in Youth in Action Programme. The name of the training course is “Raising Quality in Youth Exchanges“. 

We take care about youth exchanges and quality on them. We believe that leaders are one of the key factors on this quality. We would like to deepen participant’s knowledge, skills and attitudes to organise better youth exchanges. Although number of youth exchanges  increases, we do not believe that quality increases more than quantity. So for all this reason we would like to orgonise this training course. 

We have different kind of partners in this project from different experiences, backgrounds and cultures.  We will be 27 people from 11 different counties in this training course. Our partners are from Lithuania, Malta, Slovakia, France, Italy, Greece, Romania, Poland, Bulgaria and United Kingdom. We are going to organise this training course in Cankırı, Turkey. It is going to be held on 19-25 November in 2011.
Target Group:
Youth workers / Young people who

- are over the age of 18

- has at least basic experiences in youth works, NGOs or youth projects.

- can commit to stay for the whole duration of the seminar

- who can work in English

- who has residence in a Program Country.

Budget of the project:

This project has approved by Turkish National Agency and financied by European Commission. Budget of the programme will be according to YiA Programme rules.

Participants of the project will be reimbursed 70% of their travel expenses and 100% of visa cost. 

Organizers will provide accommodation and food during the whole period of the project.

Project Venue:
Project will be in Cankiri. It is not a big city and so there is no airport in Cankiri. There are 2 options you can choose.
1) You can land to Ankara (the capital) and you will get a bus from there to Cankiri. It takes 2 hours. The busses are so often like every hour. 

2)  The ones who want to visit İstanbul, it takes about 7 hours from Istanbul to Cankiri by bus. 

So you can choose either ways. But, we strongly suggest you the first option, to land on Ankara, so it will be much more easier.
